KEY DESIGN POINTS:


Steel hull


Bilge keels


Masts in tabernacles


30 hp engine


large cockpit


minimal cabin fit out (lined with Navyboard soft facing).








RIG:


Brig rigged with square sails on three yards on each mast (handled from deck); the only ‘novelty’ is that the yards descend in a track on the front of the mast for sail stowing.
